Course Description

This course is an introduction to fundamental statistical problem-solving and interpretation of data.  Students will gather, analyze and interpret data.  Students will apply appropriate statistical models to draw conclusions and learn to use technology in solving statistical problems.  The course will cover basic statistical concepts that will prepare the students to take a college-level statistics course in the future.

Prerequisite:  Grade of C or better in Algebra II or Algebra II/Trig.

Chapter Tests & Quizzes

For each chapter, there will be at least one quiz (usually 10 points) and a chapter test (70-80 points).

Missed quizzes will not be made up if you have a valid, excused, absence on the day of the quiz.  If you miss the quiz due to an unvalidated absence, you will receive a zero.
Missed tests will be made up in a make up session to be held after school.  The dates will be announced.   As with quizzes, tests can only be made up if you have a valid absence on the day of the test.  If you miss a test without a valid excuse, your score will be zero.

Assignments

1) Work will be assigned everyday and will be posted on Homelink.
2) You must show all your work in order to get full credit.  

3) Assignments will be graded as follows:  

· 3 points for 100% completion with work.  

· 2 points for more than 50% of work.

· 1 point for less than 50% of work.

· 0 point for no work.

4) Assignments will be checked and stamped each day but will not be turned in.  You cannot get credit for turning it in at the end of the period.

5) Missed assignment can be turned in the next day for 2 points only if completed 100%.  

6) No credit will be given after one day.

7) If you have an excused absence you will have as many days as you were absent to make up the assignments for full credit.

Conduct

Points will be deducted for disruptions and lack of participation.

· 1 point deducted for not having a textbook – there will be random textbook checks.

Missed Quizzes; Clarification
